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'The Property

Holystone Priory Cottage is nestled in the shadow of Holystone Priory and is situated
in genuinely rural Northumberland countryside, close to the Cheviot hills.

There is walk in larder providing
useful additional storage space. The kitchen is linked to the integral garage with up
& over door and includes the utility space with plumbing for a washing machine and
a utility basin.

An inner hall with airing cupboard leads to both bedrooms. The larger of the bedrooms
is dual aspect with good views and includes a range of built in wardrobes while the
second bedroom also has pleasing views. There is a house bathroom and a separate
shower room.

Outside

The cottage sits within pretty lawned gardens with a raised patio creating a peaceful
and sociable space ideal for relaxing while enjoying the beauty of the surroundings.
There is plenty of space to park cars off the village road and the driveway provides
access to the integral single garage.

The garden is formed by a lawned area to the south of the house and a rougher area
of garden which stretches to the east and north of the house.

Location

Holystone is one of the most intriguing and enigmatic settlements in the Northumberland
National Park and is in the heart of this historic and spectacular county. The village
was originally built out of the ruins of a medieval convent, the nuns from which, once
tended a spring of pure Northumbrian water known as the Lady’'s Well. Holystone
Priory Cottage lies on the south fringe of Holystone and is only a couple of miles from
the picturesque town of Rothbury with its beautiful riverside setting and abundance
of cafes, pubs and small shops. Otterburn is within easy driving distance. So too is
Alnwick with its famous castle, enchanting gardens and cobbled streets. The
Northumberland Heritage Coast, area of outstanding natural beauty, with its magnificent
castles and golden beaches is also within easy driving distance while the vibrant city
of Newcastle is less than an hour’s drive away as are the Border towns of Wooler,
Kelso and Jedburgh.
